THE LORD'S PRAYER  

Introduction  

 
Our Father in heaven.  
 
What is this?   OR   What does this mean?  

 
With these words God wants to attract us, so that we come to 
believe he is truly our Father and we are truly his children, in 

order that we may ask him boldly and with complete confi-
dence, just as loving children ask their loving father.  
 

First we were confronted with the Law in the 10 Commandments.  We learned 

that we are sinners who cannot save ourselves, that we all transgress each of 

these commandments, especially the First and the Ninth and Tenth.  Then we 

heard the Gospel in summary form in the words of the Apostlesô Creed.  Now 

we see that we are indeed beloved children of God, invited by Christ to call on 

our God in the most intimate of terms, as a loving parent.  We know, in hear-

ing this invitation, that God is inexorably for us.   

Luther structured the Small Catechism this way on purpose. First the Law re-
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minds us of our fallen nature, then the Gospel sets us free and we respond 

with worship and prayer.  For those of us set free by the Gospel, our entire 

lives are a thanksgiving to God.  Christ has returned us to the Father that we 

might live forever in our loving parentôs warm embrace, secure in know that 

we are infinitely loved.   

As you begin to say this prayer each day, take a moment to dwell on each 

word, each petition.  Rejoice in knowing that God is our loving Father who 

knows our needs, our hopes and our fears before we can express them but who 

delights in a relationship with us.
