Catechism Corner

The Fourth Petition

Give us today our daily bread.
What is this? OR What does this mean?

In fact, God gives daily bread without our prayer, even to all evil peo-
ple, but we ask in this prayer that God cause us to recognize what our
daily bread is and to receive it with thanksgiving.

What then does ndaily breado mean?

Everything included in the necessities and nourishment for our bodies,
such as food, drink, clothing, shoes, house, farm, fields, livestock,
money, property, an upright spouse, upright children, upright mem-
bers of the household, upright and faithful rulers, good government,
good weather, peace, health, decency, honor, good friends, faithful
neighbors, and the like.

Just as God will bring in the Kingdom and effect his will without us, so God gives us
what we need to survive each day. Scripture says that God makes the rain to fall on the
just and the unjust. We remind ourselves in this petition that God is the author of all that

1s good in our lives, everything that sustains life and we are encouraged thereby to be
thankful.

Sometimes biblical scholars are a bit stymied by words they find in the bible. The word
we translate from the original Greek into English as “daily” (give us this day our ‘daily’
bread) is a curious word. We really do not know what it means! It is our best guess that
it means “daily.” Scholars have made some other suggestions which might give us
pause to think. The word that we translate “daily” might have the meaning “abundance”
as it has the same root form as a word meaning abundance. “Give us today the bread of
abundance.” We know that God wants us to have life and life abundant! It could mean
“subsistence,” that is enough for us to live on — which comes close to our present under-
standing of “daily.” And finally, it could also have the sense of the Kingdom, “Give us
the bread of the Kingdom” — the royal bread that we might all become princes and prin-
cesses in God’s great world. So pray with confidence knowing that God wants you have
enqugh, to have what you need abundantly and to be a part of his gracious Kingdom.
