Nursery School Conversations

For the past year, St. James and My Amigos Nursery School (currently housed at St. David’s
Lutheran Church in West Columbia) have been talking about opening a second site here at St. James.
My Amigos is a non-profit, bi-lingual (English-Spanish) program that seeks to help small children
educationally and spiritually. Children from English-speaking households learn to function in
Spanish. Children from Hispanic households actually have been proven to start Kindergarten at or
near level in English. The program runs Monday-Friday, 7:30am to 5:30pm. Current tuition is $160/
week and the program runs all year. My Amigos is licensed to take infants from 6 months on, but
currently has not done so given limitations at their current location. Finding quality childcare is
something parents in our area scramble to do. The new playground is being put in with the new
school in mind — we will adhere to DSS regulations for safety. The church council will meet with
representatives of the school this month and next month the same representatives will come to the
annual meeting to answer any questions or concerns members might have. It is hoped that St. James
can make a decision on whether or not to proceed with this venture by the first of 2018. An August
start next year would be envisioned.

The church has two fire doors that
must remain closed. When you walk
into the hall from the fellowship hall
the heavy door before the hallway
and kitchen is one. The second is past
the nursery. The heavy door leading
into the other hallway. Please do not
leave them open.
