Some pastor, desiring to be a bit humorous and provocative at the 

same time once coined the expression, ‘The 7 last words of the 

Church:  “We’ve never done it that way before.”   I feel privileged 

to serve a congregation that likes to experiment with new ideas, 

that relishes innovation in worship, for example, while striving to 

remain faithful to the tradition and reverent.  When children did 

not come to Vacation Bible School, you went to the trailer park to 

meet them where they live.  That actually makes you avant 

garde!  In 1751 the first Sunday School was opened in Notting-

ham, England and quickly more followed suit. The idea was to 

give working children the opportunity to learn the Bible – and to 

learn how to read!  Sunday Schools were the impetus behind pub-

lic schools.  In 1751 they had never done it that way before.   
 

It is not a secret that St. James has struggled in the past few years 

to provide consistent, quality education on Sunday morning.  Un-

like many congregations, we have wonderful participation of 

adults on Sunday!  The Sunday morning experience for children, 

however, has been more sketchy.  Several very dedicated people 

have tried hard to make it work.  Some have “burned out” try-

ing.  The Sunday School movement started as a response to the 

conditions in England and the United States in the 1700’s.  Things 

have changed in the past 300 years!  So the Church Council, meet-

ing on retreat in January, has come up with an idea to offer a mid-

week educational opportunity for school age children.  Pre-school 

and youth will still continue on Sunday morning.  The weekday 

program will be coupled with an after school program for commu-

nity children, thus turning our educational ministry into an out-

reach ministry – much in keeping with the original Sunday School 

movement’s concern for educating working children in the 

1700’s!  this is a proposal and we want to talk it through as a con-

gregation!  SO COME OUT FOR LUNCH ON SUNDAY AND 

STAY FOR THE CONVERSATION!!

TIME SENSITIVE STUFF    
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ST. PAUL POMARIA DEDICATES RESTORED FACILITIES

St. Paul Lutheran Church in Pomaria reopened its renovated facilities on Sunday, January 
31. The following week the congregation held a service of dedication presided over by 
Bishop Yoos. The congregation's sanctuary and parish building were destroyed by fire in 

January 2013. Restoration efforts included rotating 
the church sanctuary, preserving the sanctuary 
walls as a facade for a steel structure, adding an 
atrium area and replacing the destroyed three story 
parish building to a slab on grade single story fel-
lowship hall and education/office space. 
   

"I think in the sanctuary we've done a good job re-
taining its warm, reverent feel," said Rev. Brent 
Nichols, pastor at St. Paul. 

   

Nearly 1000 different supporters, from individuals, to churches, to businesses to at least one 
foundation donated a total of $400,000 to the church's restoration fund. Congregation mem-
bers also purchased furnishings, gave donations and 
held fundraisers for the restoration. 

   
"A number of members donated countless hours of time, 
energy and effort to see this project through," Rev. Nich-
ols said. "Now we, as the people of God, need to use 
the opportunity to rededicate ourselves and our minis-
tries to Christ's service. This is perhaps a once-in-a-
lifetime moment in the life of our church and we are hon-
ored to prayerfully and faithfully share it with others."
