THE TEN COMMANDMENTS
The Fourth Commandment
Honor your father and your mother.

What i sORtWha&at? does this mean?
We are to fear and love God, so that we neither despise nor anger our parents and others
in authority, but instead honor, serve, obey, love and respect them.

It is sometimes surprising to people that Lutherans think of people like teachers,
pastors, police officers, elected officials, judges, etc., as “parents” to be honored, served,
obeyed, loved and respected. Notice that it does not say, “agree with!” If someone in
authority, including a parent, draws you away from honoring God—that is, keeping the
1st through 3rd Commandments—or respecting the rights and well-being of others—that
is, keeping the 5th through 10th Commandments—then you must follow your con-
science and disobey. However, even if you must disobey for conscience sake, you can
do so with respect and honoring the “office” the person occupies for the order of govern-
ance is God-ordained to protect life and the means of life. We need elected officials, po-
lice officers and judges. We need presidents, senators, members of congress, legislators
and governors. These people hold “offices” that protect life and give security just as
parents care for and protect their children.

This is the only commandment that comes with a promise—that our days be long
in the land our God has given. Families are the bedrock of our society and those who
take a parental role caring for children, raising them to know right and wrong, to fend
for themselves and to be productive and caring members of society must always be hon-
ored among us. We have become something of a society that idolizes youth, that looks
to the “new and improved” product each day and perhaps that keeps some businesses
going. More important, however, are the values of love, respect, hard work, social good
that are handed down from generation to generation. These are old things but they have
value that is timeless. These things come from our parents, our elders. When we honor
our parents and those in authority, we honor these values that make our society strong
and a joy to live in.

In order to officially be considered a refugee, a person must have suffered persecution
on account of race, religion, nationality, political opinion, because they are part of a per-
secuted social group, or because they’re fleeing war. Those people who claim to be ref-
ugees, but whose cases haven’t been fully evaluated may instead be defined as “asylum
seekers.”

There are lots of people who are forced to leave their home because of persecution or
war. But not all of them are considered refugees. People who have fled their home, but
stayed within their own country are considered “internally displaced,” or “internally
displaced persons” (IDPs). In 2014, it was estimated that there were 38 million IDPs
around the world.

The conflicts in Afghanistan and Pakistan over the past decade have caused millions of
people to flee their countries. But many are also beginning to return home. Over the past
ten years, nearly 6 million refugees have moved back into Afghanistan and in the 2016,
117,000 Afghan refugees have returned from Pakistan. However, there is still a huge
concern for the safety and wellbeing of people moving in and out of this region, and hu-
manitarian access is limited.

From prevention to solution, various Lutheran churches and organizations each play
important roles in the life of refugees. LWR works in countries to end the conditions
that often spiral downward, helping people living in poverty earn more income, find a
voice in their community and avoid harassment or cruelty.

When people are forced to leave their home country, Lutherans are there to help. LWR
and the Lutheran World Federation help Sudanese refugees at the Kakuma camp, and
Somali refugees in Dadaab, both in northern Kenya. We help Karen refugees on the
border of Burma and Thailand. And we are sending Quilts & Kits to provide basic

needs for many of the current Syrian refugees.
